Job Shadow Day

	The Purpose: Job Shadowing gives students the opportunity to experience various occupations, to increase career knowledge, develop career aspirations and help increase career awareness by spending a day with a local empoyer/professional

	Guidelines:

1. A copy of the Job Shadow Day Pre-Approval Form MUST be submitted to all affected teachers and the attendance office three days prior to the shadow experience.


2. All students are required to spend at least three hours shadowing during their Job Shadow experience.

3. While shadowing, students will be considered “in school” with no absence(s) being recorded.

4. Technical instructors will coordinate the pre-approval process by issuing the pre-approval form to the student. Students should contact prospective mentors directly. The co-op office has a limited list of names of companies for students to call and will be available to help.

5. Students may NOT shadow their parents, guardians, or an employee of the Chester County Intermediate Unit or their high school.

6. Students must provide their own transportation.

7. All participants in the program MUST complete the “Reflection of My Shadowing Experience” form along with the essay and place it directly in his/her portfolio.

8. Participants are responsible for all class work missed. It is recommended that students give their teachers prior notice of absence and obtain missed assignments.

9. Participants are not only representing themselves, but also CAT Pickering. Appropriate behavior and dress are expected. All school rules apply while shadowing.

10. Completed shadowing forms will be kept in the student’s portfolio.

11. An oral presentation to your class should be scheduled through your CTE teacher.
